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Foreword . . .  SEMINAR 
The main objective of the seminar is to highlight the rele-
vance of the integrated approach of 2DE-MS in pro-
teomics. The recent developments in mass spectrometry 
and other alternatives (e.g OFF-Gel isoelectric focusing 
system) have made available more options in techniques 
for performing proteomics. As such the pioneering tech-
nique in proteomics which is two dimensional electro-
phoresis combined with mass spectrometry had been 
debated in its effectiveness and even been recognized by 
some mass spectrometry specialist to be obsolete. In 
recognizing this we have provided within this event a 
platform to have a key speaker to address this debate. In 
addition the seminar has also been designed to introduce 
the integrated approach in 2DE-MS to new researchers in 
proteomics with experienced ‘proteomist’ presenting 
their views in performing the overall integrated approach 
in areas involving Iso-electric focusing (1st Dimensional 
Electrophoresis), SDS-PAGE (2nd Dimensional Electropho-
resis) and protein identification utilizing mass spectrome-
try. As an example in demonstrating the capabilities of 
this technique a speaker will present its application in the 
field of medicine.
