Collier Charitable Fund 2010 Round
Guidelines for applications made in 2010 for funding in 2011
Applications are invited to support the purchase of equipment for research projects in 2011.  
Up to $3,000 will be provided from the Collier Charitable Fund for each item of equipment.  

The amount requested from the Collier Charitable Fund must be supported at the minimum, by matching financial contributions, from the Department/School/Centre/ Institute/Faculty, if applicable, towards the cost of the equipment.  
If you are requesting funding for more than one item of equipment you must complete separate application forms. Please prioritise the items requested.
The application form requires a brief non-technical statement concerning the equipment requested, the research project/s for which the equipment will be used, and the purchase price, exclusive of GST.  You also need to briefly explain the purpose for which the equipment is be used and the relevance to the research project.
Applicants must obtain the signature of the Head of Department/School/Centre/Institute. 
An application that involves more than one department must have the signature and financial commitment of all Heads of Departments/Schools/Centres/Institutes involved.
Applications are submitted to each Faculty for ranking. The faculties provide the ranked list with the original signed application to the Monash Research Office. The ranked lists with a summary of each application are provided to the Trustees who then decide on the total allocation of funds to be awarded to the university. This is distributed based on the rankings.  
Centres and Institutes that are not attached to a Faculty but come under the Office of the DVC Research can submit applications to the Collier Charitable Fund. The amount requested from Collier Charitable Fund must be supported at the minimum, by matching financial contributions, from the Centre/Institute towards the cost of the equipment.

· Obtain the signature of Head of Department/School/Centre/Institute
· Original application plus electronic copy is to be sent to your Faculty Research Office by Wednesday 18 August 2010, for ranking.
· Please also complete the Monash Research Office Application Cover Sheet.
· Check with your Faculty Office if other arrangements apply.
Faculty: 

· Applications to be endorsed and ranked by the Associate/Deputy Dean (Research).

· The Faculty Administrative Officer (FAO) is required to send the original applications and an electronic copy of the ranked list on the proforma provided by Wednesday

For applicants from Centres and Institutes that are not attached to a Faculty but come under the Office of the DVC Research: 

· Original application endorsed by the Head of Centre/Institute to be sent to the Monash Research Office, along with the MRO Application Cover Sheet by Wednesday 18 August 2010, for ranking, 

· Electronic copy of application to be emailed to dennis.batson@monash.edu  by Wednesday 18 August 2010.
It is expected that Collier Charitable Fund Trustees will consider the summary of applications and advise the Monash Research Office of the funds allocated to Monash University by December 2010.  Applicants will be advised of the outcome of their application and Research Fund Accounts will be provided.
